They develop
their cultural knowledge of
Pétanque, the Tour de France
and the Olympics and
consolidate their learning by
writing a magazine article
about participating in the
Olympic Games

Pupils learn strategies which
they can use in their future
learning of other languages
and subjects as well as
developing their speaking and
listening skills; asking and
responding to questions and

Pupils learn how to describe a
house, the different rooms
and who lives there. They also
learn about prepositions to
explain where items are
arranged in their bedrooms
and consolidate the grammar
and vocabulary they have
learned by writing a letter to
describe their family, home
and bedroom

The children learn to use a
combination of present and
near future tenses, and
become familiar with holiday
related vocabulary around
packing a suitcase and
planning a journey. They
explore which countries they
might visit and why and
ultimately research and plan a
holiday to France

what they want to
say, including
through discussion
and asking
questions, and
continually
improving the
accuracy of their
pronunciation and
intonation
