Guidance for all subjects:-
· Marking code to be followed in all subjects
· The majority of written marking is live marking during a lesson in order to allow for immediate correction and to address misconceptions.  
· Any below expectation presentation (including letter and number formation) must be addressed and followed up in future work. 
· Actionable feedback for some pieces of work where appropriate to be completed in purple pen by the child. 
· Pupil voice may be collected to build a picture of children's learning where they are not able to record independently. 
· If children self mark then this needs to be checked by the teacher. 
· Key questions may be given to check children’s understanding

Additional guidance for Maths:- 
· Where children are successfully completing work and showing a good understanding, work should be adapted and the child and may not complete all earlier questions.

Additional guidance for Writing:-
· Feedback will be differentiated based on the type of writing: Scaffolded, Independent, and Disciplinary. 
Skills lessons/Scaffolded Writes/Short Burst: Scaffolded writes and short burst writes should be marked in depth. Use marking codes to indicate specific areas for improvement. For older children (UKS2) working at age-related expectations, place the marking code in the margin to help them spot errors independently. A double tick for the taught skill indicates that it has been used correctly. Feedback should guide students on how to improve their work – this can be written or verbal. This feedback should be responded to by the students using a purple pen. 
Independent Writes: Independent writes are assessment pieces and do not require in-depth marking. Provide a written comment at the end of the piece, praising what has been done well and suggesting a target for next time if applicable. 
Disciplinary Writes: Mark disciplinary writes in the same way as independent writes. Correct basic punctuation and grammar errors. This does not have to be as in-depth as scaffolded writes. If the disciplinary literacy is part of a wider curriculum (e.g., history, science, geography), ensure that key knowledge is marked and corrected.

P – check punctuation 
FS – full stop needed 
CL – capital letter needed 
SP – incorrect spelling 
// - new paragraph needed 
 - great word choice, sentence, paragraph or related to learning objective / correct answer 
 - incorrect answer
S – child has received some support with their work. This may be used for individual questions or paragraphs
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
