The whole school contributed to the History display by colour-

ing in poppies. Red in remembrance of the human lives lost, 

purple for the animals lost and white to celebrate peace.  

Members of our History club performed a wonderful assembly 

to the whole school and all 427 children and adults impeccably 

observed a  one minute silence at 11am.
